OR spend some free time on your own and head to
one of the beautiful island beaches.

The afternoon will be spent cruising to Bastia. There will be alecture in the lounge.

Join usfor an optional excursion to Cap Corse (including lunch). Located to the north of Bastia and Saint-
Florent, Cap Corseis a 25-mile long promontory with several attractive fishing villages, a gorgeous coastline,
and a couple of good beaches. We'll enjoy atasting of local wine, cold-cuts, and cheese before returning on
board to cruise towards L'lle Rousse.
